	a. Councillor Vacancies – The Parish Council Resolved to co—opt Naresh Mistry to the Parish Council
b. Pavilion on Franklin Fields – It was agreed to provide Jane MacBean and Michael Broad documentation showing that the Chartridge Sports Association are a separate body from the old Chartridge Sports Club. Chartridge Parish Council resolved to communicate to Bucks Council it is unhappy with the decision from Bucks Council not to prosecute for the damage committed to the Pavilion. 
c. Franklin Field (Play Area committee / Transfer of ownership) – It was agreed at this time to not accept the offer from Bucks Council of a lease for Franklin Field but to continue with attempts to transfer the ownership of Franklin Field to the Parish Council. The clerk to contact Mr Franklin for his support. Cllr Davies to find the email from Peter Jones commencing the process with Michael Broad when the land was still under the ownership of Chiltern District Council.
d. Community Board / Village Forum – Cllr Lherbier updated that she had requested a deadline date for using the £10k grant for the trim trail.
e. Covid Restrictions / Support groups – No update from the last meeting
f. Roads / Fly Tipping – 
· Westdean Lane – There has been Fly Tipping on Westdean Lane which has been reported. 
· Cogdells Lane - There is a water leak on Cogdells Lane following the resurfacing of the road.
g. Speeding through the village – Cllr Corvin attended a briefing with well established speed watch areas and has received a speed radar gun. The next step is to have training and to be aware of all the protocols involved. The scheme is run by PC Lee Turnham. Cllr Lherbier to contact PC Turnham to establish the training regime.  
h. Parish Sustainability – No further update
i. Superfast Broadband – Cllr Corvin contacted Cllr Birchely as Chair of the Community Board about an application to assist with the cost to the broadband for the particular area of Bellingdon not classified and rural or urban. The response was to apply in the new financial year and to source other funding revenues as well. 
j. Future Neighbourhood plan – It was agreed for the clerk to contact the clerk at the Lee and Cholesbury to look to do a joint Neighbourhood plan
